Robert C. Cooley Middle School provides supervision twenty minutes before and after school. The first bell
rings at 8:00am and school begins promptly at 8:05 AM with students in their seats each day. Students are not
permitted on campus before 7:45 AM. Students must go directly home at dismissal time, which is 12:55 PM
on Wednesday and Minimum Days, and 2:16 PM Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday. Students must
be picked up no later than 20 minutes after the dismissal of school. Students involved in extracurricular
activities such as athletics, clubs, or academic support may remain on campus under the supervision of a staff
member.

DAILY BULLETIN, WEBSITE, FACEBOOK, AND INSTAGRAM

The student bulletin is read to all students during Period 1 and is emailed via ParentSquare every Monday to
parent emails. The bulletin is also emailed to students everyday via ParentSquare. To view our website, go to
cooley.rcsdk8.org. Our website includes a calendar with up to date information. Our Facebook page, RCSD
Cooley, also contains up to date information — please like our Facebook page. Please follow our Instagram
account at: @cooley_leadership.

ATTENDANCE

ABSENCES - The Absence Reporting Line is — (916) 771-1745: Students are expected to attend school
every day. Excused absences are as follows: (1) personal iliness or injury; (2) medical or dental appointment;
(3) immediate family member funeral. All absences (full or partial days) must be reported to the office the
morning of the absence using the reporting number. A written note must be provided to the school office upon
the student’s return if office contact has not been made. Parents must contact the Attendance Secretary at
(916) 771-1740 for students who are out of school for an extended absence.

TARDY POLICY: Attendance is taken during each class period. It is a school expectation that when the bell
rings, the student is in the classroom ready to learn. A student who has a medical/dental appointment before
school starts and arrives late to school must bring a note from the medical or dental office.

LEAVING SCHOOL EARLY: Leaving school early is discouraged as it impacts learning. Please contact the
office by 10:00am if your student is leaving early so that a pass can be written to pull them from class. If a
student must leave school early, parents must sign the student out in the office. Students may only leave

school early with a parent or with a person listed as their emergency contact.

PERMISSION TO LEAVE CLASS: If a student needs to leave class at any time other than regular passing
time, permission must be received from the teacher, and the student must have a pass and sign out in 5 Star
to come to the office during the school day.



STUDENT IDENTIFICATION CARD

Student ID cards will be issued to all students after fall pictures. ID cards are required to check out library
books, textbooks, lunchtime equipment (balls, etc.), for the fast pass lunch line, and to ride the bus. A separate
bus pass will be issued to all bus riders. A bus pass is required each day to ride the bus home. This school
issued bus pass can also be used as a Student ID. The cost to replace a lost ID card is $5.00.

CLOSED CAMPUS

Robert C. Cooley Middle School is a closed campus. Our gates will be closed at 8:05 AM and opened at 2:16
PM. All students/parents must enter campus through the front door of the administration building. Students
leaving campus without permission after arriving at school or during school hours will be subject to
disciplinary consequences. Parents and visitors must sign in at the front office and wear a visitor’'s badge.
Parents wishing to visit classrooms must arrange the visit with the teacher and principal. Parents who
volunteer in the classroom, for a field trip, or for an event must have the district Volunteer Form pre-approved.

DELIVERIES AND MESSAGES TO STUDENTS

Cooley Middle School does not accept items, messages, or food for delivery to students. Please remind
students to bring their chromebook, charger, water bottle, lunch, and all necessary items to school each day as
no items or messages will be delivered to students.

BACKPACKS

Backpacks, book bags, purses, and contents, including chromebooks, chargers, cell phones, and electronic
devices, are the responsibility of the student. The school accepts no responsibility for lost or damaged
articles, technology, or books. Keep your backpack with you at all times.

CELL PHONES, TABLETS, LAPTOPS, CHROMEBOOKS, AND ELECTRONICS

Students (grades TK-8) will not be allowed to use their phone or personal tablets or wear their
smartwatches or Bluetooth headphones (such as AirPods) once they have entered campus for
the instructional day. These items must be turned off and put away during the school day in their
backpack. They can resume using these devices only after the last period of the day. The
school/district accepts no responsibility for lost, stolen, or damaged cell phones, tablets,
laptops, chromebooks, or other electronic devices. The school/district will not reimburse for
these items. Bluetooth speakers are not permitted on campus or school buses. Please carefully
monitor all use of cell phones, electronics, and social media to ensure that they do not negatively
impact other students or impede the academic environment. Improper use of electronics will result in
disciplinary action.

CRISIS RESPONSE PLAN

Students are to follow the Crisis Response Plan posted in each classroom and must remain with their adult
supervisor unless otherwise instructed. Safety Drills are practiced on a regular basis. Students who do not
follow proper procedure during Safety Drills are subject to disciplinary consequences.



PROHIBITED AND/OR INAPPROPRIATE ITEMS

The following items are prohibited at school: Bluetooth speakers, laser pointers, permanent markers, glass
containers, water guns, airsoft guns, pellet guns, gel/splat guns, weapons, firearms, imitation weapons,
imitation firearms, smoke or stink bombs, matches, lighters, knives, fireworks, aerosol spray (i.e., Axe,
deodorant, or perfume), toys, and other items that disrupt the learning environment or are unsafe at school.
Controlled substances, drugs, cigarettes, all items related to vaping and vaping devices, and alcohol are not
permitted on campus. Over the counter medication is not allowed on campus. It is not possible to list every
item that is inappropriate or unsafe; therefore, common sense should be used. Please review the
“Suspensions and Expulsions” page as a family.  Administration reserves the right to determine
appropriateness.

DRESS CODE

The purpose of the Dress Code is to support student learning and behavior. Any student wearing clothing that
is inappropriate will be subject to disciplinary action.

= Students are expected to wear clean, neat, and well-maintained clothing.

= Clothing that has reference to sex, drugs, tobacco, vaping, alcohol, violence or gang activity may not be
worn. Clothing that represents hate or hurt towards others may not be worn.

» Clothing must completely cover all underwear and bra straps, including bralettes.

= Strapless tops, low-cut tops, and clothing that shows bare midriffs (any part of the stomach) may not be
worn.

= Skirts and Dresses must measure in length to the ends of the fingertips when standing with arms at
sides.

= Shorts must have a minimum 3” inseam.

= Sagging pants may not be worn.

= Pajamas may not be worn. (Except for designated Spirit Days.)

= Shoes must be worn on school grounds at all times.

» The wearing of caps/hats indoors is at the discretion of the adult supervisor.

= The wearing of costume attire not in coordination with school activities is prohibited.

If a student’s attire or appearance causes disruption to the learning environment or violates the dress code, the
student will be instructed to change. Repeated offenses will result in further disciplinary consequences. The
administration reserves the right to decide the appropriateness of student attire and to review and change the
dress code to ensure the learning environment.

ACADEMICS

Robert C. Cooley Middle School’s mission is to maximize learning for all students, and we are committed to
providing a high quality academic program that meets the needs of all students. Our academic program
consists of a six period day. Every student will be enrolled in the following classes: Language Arts,
Mathematics, Science, History, Physical Education, and an Elective.

WORK FOR ABSENT STUDENTS

Parents and students must contact teachers for missed work and assignments due to absences.
Contact can be made via teacher email, ParentSquare, and the teacher room extensions. Students
should check work posted in OTUS for assignments missed due to absences.



REPORT CARDS

Report cards are ready for viewing online one week after the trimester ends in OTUS. Student grades can be
checked any time online. End of trimester dates are:

TEXTBOOKS AND CHROMEBOOKS

Textbooks and chromebooks are issued during the first weeks of school. 1) Write your name and date in ink
inside the front cover of textbook. 2) Show the librarian any major damage before a book is checked out to you.
3) Do not loan your textbooks to other students. 4) Cover all textbooks. 5) Treat your chromebook with gentle
care. Your chromebook must be in your backpack when walking between classes and to and from lunch. All
lost or damaged textbooks and chromebooks must be paid for by the student. All textbooks, library books,
and chromebooks must be cleared before attendance at extra-curricular events.

8" GRADE PROMOTION ACTIVITIES

To participate in promotion activities, students must be in positive school standing and have all books, locks,
chromebooks, and other school obligations cleared.

ATHLETICS / EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

SPORTS OFFERED

Cooley participates in the Foothill Intermediate School Athletic League (FISAL). According to League rules, 7%
graders must participate at the 7" grade level, and 8" graders must participate at the 8" grade level. Athletes
also may not transfer schools within our league and repeat a sport at the same level. Sixth graders may
participate on an “as needed” basis in the following FISAL sports only: cross-country, wrestling, and
track and field. All students must be enrolled at the school for which they are participating. Students cannot
play, practice and/or attend a practice for another team (AAU, church, club, etc.) while attending practice for
their school in the same sport at the same time, including cheerleading (CIF Rule 600, Article 6, page 33).

We ask for a $60.00 donation per athlete per sport to help offset costs. The lack of a donation will not exclude
athletes from participation. Any student assigned to Reflect/Reset or suspended from school is ineligible to
participate in or attend extracurricular activities once assigned Reflect/Reset or suspension and on the day of a
Reflect/Reset or suspension assignment. Students may not participate in extracurricular activities any day of a
Reflect/Reset assignment or suspension. We do not allow food, sodas, etc. in the gym for practice or games.

Students involved in sports are not excused from teacher/class obligations because of a practice or an
athletic event.



PHYSICAL EDUCATION PROGRAM

The California Education Code states that all students shall participate in Physical Education unless
possessing a certified medical excuse from their physician. Students must dress for PE class. PE clothes may
be purchased through the physical education department or may be brought from home as long as color
requirements are followed — plain gray shirts and plain black shorts or sweats (no logos). All PE clothing
should be marked with the student’s name. Loaner PE clothes are available to students on an as-needed
basis.

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PBIS BEHAVIOR SUPPORT AND CONSEQUENCES

To support our PBIS Program, it is sometimes necessary to further support students who do not demonstrate
safe, responsible, respectful, and kind behavior. When behaviors occur, we believe in teachable moments, and
we use restorative practices and approaches to support our students and their relationships. This approach
allows the students involved to have a voice, work together to make things right, and develop empathy. In
addition to restorative practices, school consequences may include, and are not limited to, teacher issued
support, Reflect/Reset, and suspension. Parents may also be asked to accompany students to school when
further support is needed. PBIS includes monitoring student behavior through data, and this data will be used
to determine positive school standing.

SUSPENSIONS AND EXPULSIONS
Following are causes for Suspensions and Expulsions —
Please review Suspensions and Expulsions as a family.

A. (1) Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person.
(2) Willfully used force or violence upon the person of another, except in self-defense.

B. Possessed, sold, otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other dangerous object.

C. Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished, or been under the influence of any controlled
substance, an alcoholic beverage, or an intoxicant of any kind.

D. Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance, alcoholic beverage, or an
intoxicant of any kind, and then either sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another liquid,
substance, or material and represented the liquid, substance, or material as a controlled substance,
alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant.

E. Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion.

F. Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property. School property includes, but
is not limited to, electronic files and databases.

G. Stole or attempted to steal school property or private property.

H. Possessed or used tobacco.

I. Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity.

J. Had unlawful possession of, or unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia.

K. Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority of supervisors, teachers,
administrators, school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.

L. Knowingly received stolen school property or private property.

M. Possession of imitation firearm.

N. Committed or attempted to commit sexual assault or sexual battery.

O. Harassed threatened or intimidated a pupil who is a complaining witness or witness in a school disciplinary
proceeding or retaliated against a complaining witness.

P. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug Soma.

Q. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing.

R. Engaged in an act of bullying, including, but not limited to, bullying committed by means of an Electronic act,
directed specifically toward a pupil or school personnel.

T. Aiding or abetting the infliction or attempted infliction of physical injury on another person.

48900.2 Sexual Harassment - In grades 4-12, any inappropriate conduct of a sexual nature that negatively

impacts another person or creates an intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational environment.

48900.3 Hate violence — In grades 4-12, any student who has caused, attempted to cause, threatened to
cause, or participated in an act of, hate violence.

48900.4 In grades 4-12, any student who intentionally engages in harassment, threats or intimidation against
district personnel or students.

48900.7 Terroristic threats against school officials, school property or both.

48915 (a) Mandatory Recommendation for Expulsion: (1) causing serious physical injury, (2) possession of a
knife, (3) possession of controlled substance, (4) robbery or extortion, (5) assault or battery upon
school employee.

48915 (c) Mandatory Expulsion Requirement: (1) possession, selling, furnishing firearm, (2) brandishing a
knife, (3) selling a controlled substance, (4) committing or attempting to commit sexual assault or
battery, (5) possession of explosive.
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
